WATERBRIDGE PROTECTED NATURAL AREAS

The Board and the Architectural Review Committee (ARC) met in January, and several important topics were
discussed. One key focus was the commitment to protecting the Waterbridge Protected Natural Areas. These
designated areas, typically located behind individual properties and marked with signage, are an essential part
of the community’s environmental stewardship. Going forward, the Board and ARC have agreed to be more
restrictive regarding any requests/projects that may affect these Natural Areas. While exceptions may still be
considered, the preservation of these spaces will be the top priority in all ARC decisions.
